INVITATION TO LENT 
P Friends in Christ, today with the whole church we enter the time of remembering Jesus' 
passover from death to life, and our life in Christ is renewed.   
 

We begin this holy season by acknowledging our need for repentance and for God's mercy. We are 
created to experience joy in communion with God, to love one another, and to live in harmony with 
creation. But our sinful rebellion separates us from God, our neighbors, and creation, so that we do 
not enjoy the life our creator intended.  
 

As disciples of Jesus, we are called to a discipline that contends against evil and resists whatever leads 
us away from love of God and neighbor. I invite you, therefore, to the discipline of Lent—self-
examination and repentance, prayer and fasting, sacrificial giving and works of love—strengthened by 
the gifts of word and sacrament. Let us continue our journey through these forty days to the great 
Three Days of Jesus' death and resurrection.

P Our neglect of human need and suffering, and our indifference to injustice and cruelty, we 

confess to you. 
C Have mercy on us, O God. 
P Our false judgments, our uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, and our prejudice and 

contempt toward those who differ from us, we confess to you. 
C Have mercy on us, O God. 
P Our waste and pollution of your creation, and our lack of concern for those who come after us, 

we confess to you. 
C Have mercy on us, O God. 
P Restore us, O God, and let your anger depart from us. 
C Hear us, O God, for your mercy is great. 
Please be seated. 
 
IMPOSITION OF ASHES 
P Almighty God, you have created us out of the dust of the earth.  Bless these ashes and those 

who receive them.  May this sign of our mortality and penitence remind us that only by the cross 
of our Lord Jesus Christ are we given eternal life; through Jesus Christ our Savior and Lord.

Those who desire to receive ashes come forward. Ashes are applied to the forehead of each person with 
the words: Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return. 
After all who desire ashes have received them, the minister leads the congregation in the conclusion of 
the confession.
